And this is perfect timing with our
theme of “Black Labor” so we're excited about that.

As
We have said many times, you make our jobs easy because all we have to do is showcase
the powerful work that is being done.

Earlier this month, a Washington D.C. judge barred the Proud Boys, a group known for its
role in the Jan. 6 2021 riot at the U.S. Capitol, from selling merchandise using its name or
symbols without permission from Metropolitan. The ruling allows the church to seize money
that the group makes through “any sale, transfer, disposition, or license of the Proud Boys
Trademark.”

‘The church sought action after the Proud Boys failed to pay on an earlier $2.8 million
judgment for damaging a Black Lives Matter sign outside the church.
